Akio OKAWARA
President and CEQ, Japan Center for International Exchange (JCIE)

Akio Okawara is president and CEO of the Japan Center for
International Exchange (JCIE), one of the leading independent,
nonprofit organizations in the field of international affairs in
Japan. He assumed the position in April 2014 after a long career in
international business. He is concurrently a member of the
Foundation Council of the Japanese-German Center Berlin. At
JCIE, he also serves as Japanese director of the UK-Japan 21st Century Group, chair of
the Roundtable on Japan's Migration, and director of the Global Health and Human
Security Program Executive Committee and of the Friends of the Global Fund, Japan
(FGFJ), among others. Prior to joining JCIE, he was executive director of the Sumitomo
Shoji Research Institute from 2006 to 2013, where he oversaw research and analysis
on domestic and international political and economic trends. He started his career at
Sumitomo Corporation in 1973 and served in the automotive, overseas transport, and
research departments during the span of his 40-year career with the company,
including several assignments in the United States. Mr. Okawara graduated from Keio
University with a BA in law and also studied at Williams College in Massachusetts.
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Keizo TAKEMI
Member, House of Councillors; Senior Fellow, JCIE

Keizo Takemi is a Liberal Democratic Party (LDP) member of the &
House of Councillors. His involvement in various global initiatives

includes the Commission on Information and Accountability for >
Women’s and Children’s Health, Global Health Workforce ‘ < !
Alliance (GHWA), WHO expert working group on R&D Financing, and the international
organizing committee of the Prince Mahidol Award Conference (PMAC). He also chairs
the parliamentary caucus on Stop TB Partnership and the Asian Forum of
Parliamentarians on Population and Development (AFPPD). In 2016, he was appointed
to the UN High Level Commission on Health Employment and Economic Growth, and in
2018, to the UHC Financing Advisory Committee for the G20 2019. He served as senior
vice minister for health, labour and welfare, and state secretary for foreign affairs,
where he led the initiative to establish the UN Trust Fund for Human Security. Within
the LDP, he chairs the Special Committee on Global Health Strategy and the
Headquarters for Novel Coronavirus Measures of the LDP Policy Research Council. He
was appointed as co-chair of the UNDP’s High-Level Advisory Panel for the Special
Report on Human Security in May 2021. As a senior fellow with the Japan Center for
International Exchange (JCIE) since 2007, he chairs the Executive Committee of the
Global Health and Human Security Program. Professor Takemi is a visiting professor at
several Japanese universities, and is the co-author of Global Action for Health System
Strengthening: Policy Recommendations to the G8 (2009).
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Alana OFFICER
Unit Head, Demographic Change and Healthy Ageing, World
Health Organization (WHO)

As the WHOQO’s unit head for demographic change and healthy
aging, Alana Officer coordinates the UN Decade of Healthy
Ageing (2021-2030) and overseers work on age-friendly physical
and social environments, including the Global Campaign to
Combat Ageism and the Global Network for Age-friendly Cities and Communities and
external partnerships (including the Healthy Ageing Collaborative and the Decade
multilingual knowledge exchange Platform). Prior to joining the WHO in July 2006,
Alana held a number of clinical, technical and managerial positions working on health,
disability, rehabilitation and development in West and Central Africa, Europe, South
Asia, the Middle East, and the Western Pacific. From 2007 to 2014, Alana coordinated
the WHO's work on disability and rehabilitation, where she led the development of
such landmark resources as the WHO Global Disability Action Plan 2014—-2021: Better
Health for All People with Disability (2014), the World Report on Disability (2011) and
the Guidelines on Community-Based Rehabilitation (2010) amongst many

others. Alana joined the Department of Ageing and Life course in July 2014 to lead the
development of the World Report on Ageing and Health, which was published

in October 2015. She supported the development of the Global Strategy and Action
Plan on Ageing and Health (2016—2020) and led the development of the Decade of
Healthy Ageing (2021-2030).

Deputy Director General, Office of Healthcare Policy, Cabinet
Secretariat, Government of Japan; Ambassador for Public
Diplomacy at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs

Hiroshi Minami is deputy director general of the Office of
Healthcare Policy at the Cabinet Secretariat as well as
ambassador for public diplomacy at the Ministry of Foreign :
Affairs. He joined the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in 1983 upon graduating from the
University of Tokyo. He also holds an MA from the University of Cambridge. After
serving in the Japanese embassies in Beijing and London, he was appointed director for
the G8 Summit in the Economic Affairs Bureau of the ministry in 2001. He has since
served as director of the Second West Europe Division, European Affairs Bureau (2001-
2003), the UN Administration Division, Multilateral Cooperation Department (2003-
2004), and the Global Issues Policy Division, Global Issues Department (2004-2005). He
was then dispatched to Geneva as minister in charge of human rights, humanitarian
affairs and specialized agencies at the Permanent Mission of Japan (2005-2008), then
minister of the Japanese Embassy in Russia (2008-2010) and assumed the post of
deputy director-general for global issues (2012-2014) before becoming ambassador
and deputy permanent representative of Japan of the Permanent Mission of Japan to
the United Nations in New York in 2014. He served as ambassador extraordinary and
plenipotentiary to Timor-Leste from 2017 to 2019 before assuming his current
positions. He is the author of "SDGs: A Compass for an Age of Crisis" (Iwanami Shinsho,
co-authored with Masaki Inaba).

University of Singapore

John Eu-Li Wong, Isabel Chan Professor in Medical Sciences, is
currently senior vice president (Health Innovation and
Translation), National University of Singapore (NUS) and senior
advisor, National University Health System (NUHS). A medical
oncologist-haematologist, Professor Wong obtained his
medical degree from NUS and did his residency both in Singapore and in the United
States, along with his fellowship at the New York Hospital-Cornell Medical Center,
where he was the Chief Resident in Medicine, and Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer
Center. He is co-chair of the 2022 United States of America National Academy of
Medicine Commission for a Global Roadmap for Healthy Longevity; a member of the
Advisory Committee for Harvard University’s T.H. Chan School of Public Health, The
Culinary Institute of America, and the Association Montessori Internationale on
Healthy Aging, Diet and Lifestyle; a council member, M8 Alliance of Academic Health
Centers where he was past president of the World Health Summit in 2013; a founding
member of the Association of Academic Health Centers—International; and a member
of the Steering Committee of the Global Genomic Medicine Collaborative. He was a
member of the World Economic Forum Global Agenda Council on Personalized and
Precision Medicine, the Nature Index Panel of Senior Medical Advisors, and currently
sits on the Editorial Board of the Journal of the American Medical Association, the
International Editorial Board of the American Journal of Medicine, and the Advisory

Tengku Aizan HAMID
Professor in Gerontology and Social Policy, Universiti Putra Malaysia,
Research Fellow, Malaysian Research Institute on Ageing (MyAgeing)

Tengku Aizan Hamid is founding director of the Malaysian Research
Institute on Ageing (MyAgeing), formerly the Institute of Gerontology
(1G), since 2002. A prolific researcher with extensive publications in
refereed journals and books, she has been instrumental in the
development of gerontological research, policy, and education in
Malaysia. In 2017 she completed a study on the “Facilities and Services to Meet the Needs
of Older Malaysians by 2030” commissioned by the Department of Social Welfare, which
led to the establishment of a national industrial group, the Association for Residential
Aged Care Operators of Malaysia (AgeCOpe) in 2018. A fellow of the Academy of Sciences
Malaysia (ASM), Professor Dato’ Dr. Hamid sits on both the National Advisory and
Consultative Council for Older Persons (MWFCD) and the Technical Committee on the
Health Policy for Older Persons (MOH). She is a member of a newly established Socio-
economic Committee on Biosafety, Department of Biosafety Malaysia, the supreme
management of the National Council of Welfare & Social Development, and board
member of the Private Pension Administration, Malaysia. Internationally, she is a member
of the global National Transfers Account (NTA) group, the Active Ageing Consortium in
Asia Pacific (ACAP), and the ASEAN Research Networking on Ageing (ARNA) and the
Healthy Aging Prize for Asian Innovation (HAPI) International Advisory Committee. On
October 1, 2022, she was conferred a National Senior Citizen Award by the Queen of
Malaysia for her contribution to the wellbeing of older Malaysians, commemorating the
National Day Celebration for Older People 2022. The award recognizes her academic and
professional services to the nation in the field of gerontology and population ageing issues.

Hiroyuki Fujita, PhD, was born in Japan and now resides in the
United States. He is founder and CEO of Quality
Electrodynamics, a global developer and magnetic resonance
imaging RF coil developer and manufacturer. In 2019, QED became a subsidiary of
Canon Inc. based in Tokyo, with Dr. Fujita also serving as chief technology officer of the
CT MR Division of Canon Medical Systems Corporation (Tochigi, Japan).

After majoring in engineering at Waseda University in Tokyo, Dr. Fujita completed his
BA in physics and mathematics at Monmouth College and his PhD in physics at Case
Western Reserve University in Cleveland, Ohio. He has authored 17 patents and
published more than 40 peer-reviewed scientific papers and abstracts. Dr. Fujita serves
as an adjunct full professor at Case Western Reserve University and is a Senior Fellow
of the International Society for Magnetic Resonance in Medicine. He is an active
member on numerous boards, including chairman of the Board of Trustees at Ohio
State University, chairman of the Board of Trustees at Cleveland Clinic Hillcrest
Hospital, and member of the Board of Governors at the Okinawa Institute of Science
and Technology (OIST) Graduate University. He is also the OIST Foundation Health
Innovation Ambassador and the Honorary Consul of Japan in Cleveland. His
publications include A Pathfinder (Shogakukan 2013) and Fail Fast! Creating the Future
by Learning Lessons from our Mistakes (Wedge 2021). Dr. Fujita served two terms on
the US Manufacturing Council for the US Secretary of Commerce during the Obama
Administration.
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Ashish NARAYAN

Ashish Narayan works as programme coordinator in the ITU

Prasert Assantachai is professor of geriatric medicine at the
Faculty of Medicine of Siriraj Hospital, Mahidol University. He is
also president of the Thai Society of Gerontology and Geriatrics
since 2015 and a member of the Asian Working Group of
Sarcopenia Research at the Taipei Veterans General Hospital (Taiwan). He chalred the
Asia/Oceania International Association of Gerontology and Geriatrics (IAGG) until
recently (2015-2022). Having completed his residency training in internal medicine at
Siriraj Hospital (1985-1987), he received his certificate of proficiency in internal
medicine in 1988. From 1989, he was an honorary senior house officer at the
Department of the Care of the Elderly at the Westminster Hospital in London (UK) and
honorary clinical research fellow from 1989 to 1991, and holds a certificate of limited
registration as a medical practitioner from the General Medical Council in London and
a membership in the Royal College of Physicians of the United Kingdom (MRCP-UK).
After serving as visiting fellow at the Research for Ageing Trust in Kent (UK), he
returned to Thailand to complete his certificate of proficiency in preventive medicine.
He served as chairman of the Scientific Section of the Thai Society of Gerontology and
Geriatric Medicine and of the Thai Society of Dementia, and in 2008 participated in the
Ministry of Health’s Clinical Practice Guideline for Dementia as well as chaired the
Ministry’s Clinical Practice Guideline for Fall Prevention.

Associate Professor of Architecture and Sustainable Design at the
Singapore University of Technology and Design (SUTD)

Keng Hua Chong is Associate Professor of Architecture and
Sustainable Design at the Singapore University of Technology and
Design (SUTD), where he directs the Social Urban Lab (SOULab)
and co-leads the Opportunity Lab. He is a Senior Academician at
Changi General Hospital, and also the Founding Partner of
COLOURS: Collectively Ours, an award-winning design consultancy
specializing in social architectural design. Author of two books Creative Ageing Cities:
Place Design with Older People in Asian Cities, and Second Beginnings: Senior Living
Redefined, he is currently conducting research on urban design and community
development for physical health, mental well- being, and dementia inclusivity. Dr.
Chong graduated with a PhD in Architecture from the National University of Singapore
(NUS) and has been a visiting faculty at Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT)
and Zhejiang University, as well as visiting researcher at TU Delft and Tsinghua
University. He was also trained in design thinking at Rotman Business School, Toronto
University. A firm believer in design activism, Dr. Chong has been advocating social
architecture and community design in the region. He initiated PARK Day Singapore in
2013, which has since become a nationwide annual urban design movement, and has
led several community development projects in Vietnam, Thailand, and China.

Professor of Social Epidemiology and Health Policy, Center for
Preventive Medical Sciences and Graduate School of Medicine,
Chiba University

Katsunori Kondo is professor of social epidemiology and health
policy at the Center for Preventive Medical Sciences and the
Graduate School of Medicine at Chiba University. He is also head of
the Department of Gerontological Evaluation at the Center for
Gerontology and Social Science (CGSS) of the research institute, National Center for
Geriatrics and Gerontology (NCGG) and president of the Japan Agency for Gerontological
Evaluation Study (JAGES). A 1983 graduate of the School of Medicine at Chiba University, he
started his career as a doctor at the Department of Rehabilitation Medicine at the University
of Tokyo Hospital and director of the Department of Rehabilitation at Funabashi Futawa
Hospital. In 1997, he became assistant professor and later professor at Nippon Fukushi
University and had also worked as visiting researcher at the University of Kent at Canterbury
(UK) (2000-2001) before assuming his current position in 2014. He received the Medical
Award 2020 from the Japan Medical Association. Dr. Kondo is the author of bestselling
books, Health Gap Society —What Is Undermining Mental Health and Society? (Igaku-Shoin,
2005), which was recognized with an award in 2006 by the Society for the Study of Social
Policy. He also wrote Beyond 'Healthcare Crisis'—Future of Health and Long Term Care in the
UK and Japan (Igaku-Shoin, 2012); Prescriptions for Health Gap Society (Igaku-Shoin, 2017);
edited and wrote Health Inequalities in Japan: An Empirical Study of the Older People (Trans
Pacific Press, Melbourne, 2010); and Social Determinants of Health in Non-communicable
Diseases—Case Studies from Japan (Springer Singapore, 2020).
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Hidetoshi NISHIMURA
President, Economic Research Institute for ASEAN and East Asia
(ERIA)

Hidetoshi Nishimura graduated from the Faculty of Law, the
University of Tokyo and obtained a master's degree in
international development and economics from Yale University.
He joined the Ministry of International Trade and Industry in
1976. He has assumed numerous positions, including representative of the Asia-Pacific
Region of the Japan Overseas Development Corporation, director of the Southeast Asia
and Pacific Division of the Trade Policy Bureau, vice governor for International Affairs
of Ehime Prefecture, director-general of the Business Support Department of the Small
and Medium Enterprise Agency, executive managing director of the Japan-China
Economic Association, and president of the Japan-China Northeast Development
Association. Prof. Nishimura assumed the position of ERIA’s executive director in June
2008 and subsequently was appointed as ERIA’s first president in June 2015, and was
reappointed as president of ERIA by the Governing Board for a third five-year term in
June 2018. He concurrently serves as visiting professor of Waseda University (Japan)
and Darma Persada University (Indonesia), honorary professor of Guangxi University
(China), and as a fellow at the Musashino Institute for Global Affairs of Musashino
University (Japan).
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
